already – still – just – yet – never – ever 

Already: “It happened before now” 

Still: “Hasn’t happened, but we expect it to happen” 

Yet: “We expect something to happen soon”  

Just: “It happened a short time before now” 

Never: “Until now, it hasn’t happened” 

Ever: “Used in questions, asking about your ‘whole’ life until now” 

 
Examples 
Sorry, I’ve already seen that movie.  

The bus still hasn’t arrived!  

I haven’t met the new boss yet.  

I’ve just seen Tom.  

I’ve never tasted Indian food.  

Have you ever drunk a pint of Guinness?
